So in 1776, leaders from 13 colonies met in Philadielphia, Pensylvania. They talked about freedom from England. Thomas Jefferson wrote a paper. People also go to Fourth of July parades and listen to patriotic music. In the evening when it gets dark, people watch beautiful fireworks. In most states, people can’t buy fireworks because they are dangerous. People can get hurt. So, city governments usually have safe fireworks for everyone to enjoy.

Independence Day isn’t only day for cookouts, noise and fireworks. It is also a day to think about freedom. The Declaration of Independence says everyone has the right to life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. The Declaration of Independence is more than 200 years old, but its ideas are important.
